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What California Does, 
the Nation Follows? 

     On June 27, 2006, California Governor 
Schwarzenegger committed $500 million to 
Physical Education and Arts Programs across 
the state of California. “The grants will 
support our children’s health and fitness by 
building up our schools’ P.E. programs and 
hiring more teachers," according to 
Schwarzenegger. In recent years, many 
California schools have reduced course 
offerings in art, music and physical 
education due to budget pressures, thereby 
depriving students of programs that support 
their cognitive development and learning 
ability. To reverse this trend and expand 
diverse educational opportunities for 
students, Physical Education and the Arts 
will receive these one-time funds for 
equipment and programming, and $40 million 
in on-going funding for the hiring of 
elementary physical education teachers. 
    Last year, California adopted its first-
ever physical education standards, setting 
curriculum to ensure good fitness habits, 
thus impacting the childhood obesity crisis 
now facing our nation.
